Officers
arrived and located the red truck in question, with the engine running, and in the middle of
the intersection. The occupant was not responsive and officers located a piece of foil with
black burnt lines on it. This indicated that the driver had ingested narcotics, eventually
overdosing. The fire department broke the vehicle window and extracted the driver. He was
given Narcan and eventually woke up. He was taken to a local hospital for treatment, then
taken to jail for driving under the influence. Officers also found prescription pills, as well as
illegal narcotics in the vehicle.

SUPERVISOR COMMENTS

An officer made a traffic stop on a vehicle for an equipment violation. After contacting the
male driver and obtaining his identification it was determined that he had an out-of-state
extraditable warrant from Nebraska for drug charges; He was arrested and taken to jail.
Officers were also dispatched to Lowe's for a larceny in-progress. A male was in the parking
lot filling his truck up with plants from the outside garden area. Officers found the vehicle
leaving he area and made a traffic stop on it. The male driver admitted to the theft, and
through the investigation it was determined he was well known by Lowe's employees from
several prior thefts from different Lowe's stores. Additionally, he had several prior theft
convictions and the stolen value of plants from today was over $1,300. Officers also found
numerous items from Home Depot that were also deemed to be stolen. Additional follow-up
will be needed, but the male was arrested and booked on felony theft charges.
